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EXCLUSIVE ADMINISTRATION AGREEMENT
IMPORTANT NOTICE TO THE WRITER
THIS IS AN IMPORTANT AGREEMENT WHICH MAY AFFECT YOUR CAREER FOR A LONG TIME.  IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT YOU SEEK INDEPENDENT SPECIALIST LEGAL ADVICE BEFORE ENTERING INTO THIS AGREEMENT.
THIS AGREEMENT is made on [                          ] 20__]
BETWEEN 
(1) MUSIC MANIC PUBLISHERS LIMITED of 11 Stanmore Hill,Stanmore,Middx HA7 3DP  (referred to herein as “MMP”); and

(2) [                                                         ] of [                                                              ] (referred to herein as the “Artist/Writer”).

(parties (1) and (2) being jointly for the purposes of this Agreement referred to as the “Parties”).

BACKGROUND

A.
The Parties now wish to enter into an exclusive administration agreement (this ”Agreement”) on the terms and conditions contained herein.

B.
For the avoidance of doubt, this Agreement is in connection with administration rights concerning the Artist/Writer’s share of those musical composition(s) identified in Schedule "A" hereto (the "Compositions") and the related master recordings (the "Masters"); including the percentage of the Artist/Writer’s interest therein and thereto (the Compositions and Masters collectively are referred to as the "Music"). 

NOW IT IS AGREED as follows:

The following Agreement when signed by the Artist/Writer and MMP will constitute a binding Agreement between MMP and the Artist/Writer.
1.
Nature of Agreement
1.1 The Artist/Writer hereby grants to MMP exclusive rights for the World (the "Territory") for the duration of the Term (as hereinafter defined) to exploit all rights of every kind and nature in the Music by any and all means now known or hereafter devised for the consideration of one pound (£1) and to licence to others the right to do the same.
1.2 The Artist/Writer hereby grants to MMP, the exclusive licence without limiting the generality of the foregoing, without limitation the right to use and licence the use of the Music for (i) motion pictures, theatrical or otherwise; ii) all forms of television (including over the air, cable, wire, fiber, master antennae, analogue, digital, satellite, microwave, closed circuit, laser, multi-point distribution services or direct broadcast systems); (iii) corporate/in house use; (iv) commercials in any and all media; (v) promos; (vi) productions for sale; (vii) soundtrack album and other mechanical reproductions and the related master recording Licences; (viii) interactive media; (ix) Internet use (including "digital downloads" and "streams"); (x) print (i.e. sheet music); (xi) grand rights; (xii) software and electronic usage (including computer games, mobile ring tones and digital downloads for any purpose, whether for sale, promotional purposes or otherwise, in any and all forms and media whether known or hereafter devised. 
1.3 For the avoidance of doubt, MMP reserve the right to sub-licence the Compositions to publishers in other countries than the UK and to sub-licence the Masters to record companies and/or distributors in other countries than the UK.  
1.4 MMP shall be entitled to continue to collect all income, revenue and other sums derived from exploitation of the Music in perpetuity in respect of those Compositions and/or Masters listed in Schedule "A" licensed during the Initial Period and Option Period of this Agreement.

2.  TERM

2.1
This Agreement shall commence upon execution of this Agreement and shall continue for a period of five (5) years thereafter (the "Initial Period") unless extended pursuant to clauses 2.2 and 2.3 hereof. 
2.2
The Parties to this Agreement shall have one (1) option period to extend the Initial Period by an additional five (5) years (referred to herein as the "Option Period") upon written Agreement. The Initial Period and the Option Period (if applicable) shall be referred to herein as the “Term” and are sometimes also referred to herein as "Contract Periods."
2.3
The Option Period will commence automatically and immediately upon the expiration of the Initial Period, unless either MMP or the Artist/Writer notify the other in writing prior to the expiration of the Initial Period that the notifying party elects not to exercise the Option Period, in which event (and on the expiry of such notice) the Agreement shall terminate five (5) years after the commencement of the Initial Period. 
2.4
Any notice provided by the Artist/Writer under this clause must be served in writing not less than ninety (90) days prior to the expiry of the Initial Period. 
3.  COLLECTIONS 

3.1
MMP shall be entitled to collect on behalf of the Artist/Writer and shall distribute to the Artist/Writer all fees and royalties in connection with exploitation of the Music as set forth below:

3.2  
All Income (Compositions and Masters)
3.2.1
MMP shall pay to the Artist/Writer fifty percent (50%) of all Gross Revenue (defined below), derived from and allocable to any and all uses of the Artist/Writers share of the Compositions and/or of the Masters, unless such Gross Revenues do not exceed [£100] per calendar quarter in which case MMP will be entitled to keep such revenue for its own account by way of a contribution to its administrative overheads. 
3.2.2
MMP shall retain the remaining fifty percent (50%) of Gross Revenue for its own account. The, term "Gross Revenue" shall mean any and all monies (other than Composition public performance royalties) derived, from any and all exploitation of the Music throughout the Territory actually received by MMP, after deduction of taxes, third party fees, including (in the case of the Compositions) without limitation foreign rights societies and 'unaffiliated’ sub-publishers. 
3.2.3
The Artist/Writer will receive their share of Gross Revenue within forty-five (45) days after the end of each bi‑annual period ending June 30 and December 31 during the Term. 
3.2.4
The Artist/Writer agrees to execute a letter in the form of Exhibit "B" hereto notifying the collection societies and organisations (e.g. MCPS/ PRS, PPL, VPL and other national equivalents) that MMP is the Artist/Writer’s administrator.

3.3  
Public Performance Royalties
3.3.1
Artist/Writer's Share: 

The Artist/Writer shall be entitled to receive directly from their performing rights organisation one hundred percent (100%) of the so-called "Artist/Writer's Share" of public performance royalties derived from the Artist/Writer’s share of the Compositions.

3.3.2  
Publisher's Share: 

3.3.2.1 The Artist/Writer agrees to execute a letter in the form attached hereto as Exhibit "A" to the performing rights organisation, instructing such organisation to pay directly to MMP fifty percent (50%) of the “Publisher's Share” of performance royalties from the Compositions to retain for its own account. 
3.3.2.2
If for any reason the Artist/Writer receives MMP’s percentage of the Publisher's Share of performance royalties from the Artist/Writer’s publishing designee's performing rights Organisation, the Artist/Writer agrees immediately to pay such share to MMP. 
3.3.3
Should MMP elect to license a particular use directly, MMP will pay to the Artist/Writer seventy five percent (75%) of the earnings for performance royalties for the Artist/Writer and Publisher share of the Compositions.

4.  NON-UNION PRODUCTIONS
The Artist/Writer acknowledge and agrees that the Music is not subject to any collective bargaining agreements and that MMP is not a signatory or party to any collective bargaining agreement applicable to the services to be provided herein.

5.  CREDIT
 

5.1
MMP will use its best reasonable efforts to ensure that the Artist/Writer receives a writing and sound recording credit, accorded by third parties licensing the Compositions hereunder. 
5.2
No casual or inadvertent failure to comply with this clause shall constitute a breach of this Agreement. The Artist/Writer hereby waives their right to seek injunctive or other relief with respect to this credit clause.

6.  AUDIT 

6.1
The Artist/Writer may, at their own expense, on not less than five (5) business days prior written notice, during normal office hours, and at the business address of MMP, audit MMP’s books and records that solely and directly relate to reporting of their share of Gross Revenue pursuant to this Agreement. 
6.2
The Artist/Writer may make such an audit in pursuance of Clause 6.1 only for the purpose of verifying the accuracy of statements sent to them hereunder and only upon thirty (30) days written notice. The Artist/Writer shall make such an examination for a particular statement within eighteen (18) months of the date any such statement is provided. 
6.3
The Artist/Writer shall be deemed to have consented to all accountings and said accountings shall be binding upon the Artist/Writer and not be subject to any objection for any reason unless specific objection, in writing, stating the basis thereof, is given to MMP within two (2) years of the date such statement is issued hereunder. 
6.4
The Artist/Writer shall not have the right to sue or otherwise commence any action against MMP in connection with any particular statement hereunder unless such action is filed within two (2) years of such statement being issued.

7.  WRITERS WARRANTIES AND INDEMNITIES

7.1
The Artist/Writer represents and warrants that:

7.1.1
they own and control such undivided share and interest in and to the copyright of each and every Composition and Master as set forth in Schedule "A" hereto; 
7.1.2
that each and all of the rights granted to MMP hereunder have not previously been assigned to any third party, or encumbered in any way that might limit the full and free exercise of the specific rights granted herein; 
7.1.3
that the Artist/Writer has obtained any and all third party rights, permissions and clearances necessary for the licensing of the Compositions and Masters hereunder. 
8.  INDEMNITIES

8.1
The Artist/Writer hereby agree to indemnify, save and hold MMP, its assignees, licensees and its and their directors, officers, shareholders, agents and employees, harmless from any and all liability, claims, demands, loss and damage (including reasonable legal fees and court costs) arising out of or connected with or resulting from any claim or action inconsistent with any of the warranties, representations, covenants or agreements made by the Artist/Writer in this Agreement. 
8.2
In the event of any claim or action inconsistent with any of the Artist/Writer’s warranties or representations, MMP may, in addition to any of its other rights and remedies in such event, withhold from monies otherwise payable to the Artist/Writer hereunder an amount reasonably related to the Artist/Writer’s and the Parties potential liability, legal fees and costs in respect of such claim or action.

9.  OPTION OF EXCLUSIVE MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT
9.1 During the term of this Agreement, MMP shall have an exclusive first option to act as exclusive manager in respect of the Artist/Writer’s career in the music industry, including without limitation management of the exploitation of the Music in respect of synchronisation in those forms specified in Clause 1.2 above.  Such Option shall be exercised in writing and at the sole discretion of MMP.

9.2 On exercise of this Option pursuant to Clause 9.1 above, the Artist/Writer agrees to enter into a standard long-form management agreement with MMP (such agreement not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed) and subject only to the Artist/Writer’s prior right to obtain independent specialist legal advice on the terms of such Artist/Writer management agreement, which agreement shall be on industry standard terms – and shall not involve any so called “double commissioning”.
10.  NOTICES 

10.1
All communications between the parties with respect to this Agreement shall be delivered by hand or sent by first-class post to (in the case of MMP) its registered office for the time being or (in the case of an individual) the address of that party as set out in this Agreement or to such other address (being in Great Britain) as that party may from time to time have notified for the purpose of this or sent by facsimile transmission. 
10.2
Communications shall be deemed to have been received: if sent by first-class post, three (3) business days after posting exclusive of the day of posting; if delivered by hand, on the day of delivery; if sent by facsimile transmission upon receipt of telephone or other confirmation of its receipt.
11.  MISCELLANEOUS 

11.1
MMP shall have the right to freely assign this Agreement or any of the rights hereunder. The Artist/Writer may not assign this Agreement or their rights or obligations hereunder, and any such purported assignment will be null and void from the making thereof. 
11.2
This Agreement may not be cancelled, modified or amended in whole or in part, except by an instrument in writing signed by both parties. 
11.3
The waiver by either party of any breach of this Agreement in any one or more instances shall in no way be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of this Agreement (whether or not of a similar nature). 
11.4
If any part of this Agreement shall be held to be void, invalid, or unenforceable, it shall not affect the validity of the balance of this Agreement.  
12.  LAW AND JURISDICTION

This Agreement shall be exclusively governed by and construed in all respects in accordance with English law and all parties hereby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts in respect of any claim, dispute or difference arising in respect of this Agreement.

13. LEGAL ADVICE
THIS DOCUMENT CONTAINS IMPORTANT LEGAL TERMS AND RIGHTS THAT AFFECT YOU.  MMP HAS ADVISED YOU TO SECURE INDEPENDENT LEGAL ADVICE. YOU HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGE THAT YOU HAVE SECURED OR HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO SECURE LEGAL ADVICE TO REPRESENT YOU IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT.  SHOULD YOU CHOOSE NOT TO SECURE INDEPENDENT ADVICE, YOU ACKNOWLEDGE THAT YOUR DECISION WILL HAVE BEEN MADE KNOWINGLY AND WILFULLY.
